Erin Meagher says she has been fighting the bikes on the sidewalks for 3 years and it is time to get a law on the books
for enforcement. Itis a hazard. Anyone over the age of 12 should not be on the sidewalks. The bikes on the sidewalk
are dangerous.

Renee Diaz speaks in support of controlling bike riding on the sidewd#kDiaz sayfne of $250 might be excessive

but it is time to control the bike riding on the sidewalks. Ms. Diaz suggests that community organizations offer a bike

Ms. Meagher thinks $250 is not excessive and the cost of the alternative when a bike hits a pedestrian far exceeds $2¢
Signage is needed for enforcement in both English and Sipani

Verna Bergstrom asks how bike riding is handled in other communities. Deputy Mayor Piccini says Berkeley, Californi
has a law requiring bikes be walked on the sidewalks, not ridden. Deputy Mayor Piccini believes that zones might be
necessary as agelated bike riding is not the same throughout the Village for example in residential zones versus
commercial zones.

Trustee Boissonnault does not think bike riding should be limited in residential neighborhoods versus comvherigial
seemsnecessary.The bike law should include zocappropriate language.

Deputy Mayor Piccini would like our comprehensive plan to include some bike lanes where possible and encourage
bicycle riding and especialiyghlightingconnection to thePutnam Trailway which connecto the North County
Trailway. Both Trailways are bike and hike trails

Counsel advises that limitatiossich as zonesould have to be by street argpecifically written intdhe law.

Renee Diaz endorses the idea of promoting biking and linking gisdé@nd from théPutnam County Trailweand does
not think requiring walking the bike on sidewalksuld be burdensometo our cycling visitors

Erin Meagher says there are commercial businesses on residential streets and does not think there shondd be
limitations.

Richard Ruchala says in residential neighborh@asghttime when visibility is limited is particularly dangerous to
pedestrians on sidewalks and tlsisould also be considered the law

As a resident and a pedestrian in the Village of Brewster, it has always been o lovely place to live and
work, however the bicycles on the sidewalks have been a constant hazard that has not been addressed until
now. T applasd the Village of Brewster Trustees for finally taking action with this matter,

Due to the irregular topography of the Village, bicyeles jeltison on the sidewalk faster than safe, and cause
great hazards om the sidewalk, My senior aged father whe is temporarily viseally impaired and also works
on Main Street, takes his life into his hands when he walks the sidewalks in the Village of Brewster. hany
times he has been nearly hit from no fault of his own, [ have personally been hit onee, and had several near
misses, Pedestrian traffic is nol sale in Brewster when there are the hazards of hicycles on the sidewalk, |
urge the Village Board 1o pass this law, enforce it with the fines propesed and provide signage in both
English and in Spanish in prominent locations in the Village of Brewster stating that riding bicyeles on the
sidewalk is against the law. The safety of Village merchants, residents and visitors should be the primary
concern when considering it. The fine proposed is $250 for the first offense. There should be no wamings
given when enforcing thiz law, Our lives and safety in the Village of Brewster are worth more than $250.
The fine will send a strong, even handed message that the Village of Brewster does not tolerate blatant
safety haxards on the sidewalles of Brewster,

Attached to this letter are several news articles pertaining to the hazards of bicycles on the sidewalk and
two sets of minutes from previous meetings of the trustees where [ have complained of the hazard of
icyeles on the sidewalks, Many revitalized communities have these laws on the books preventing bicycles
on the sidewalks; one of them is the City of Beacon, a hub of culture in the Hudson Valley region.

Let's be more like Beacon in Brewster, Let's take pedestrian safety seriously by passing this law to keep
hicveles off the sidewalls.

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Woman Hit by a Bicyclist in Central Park Dies

Awoman whom a cyelist struck in Central Park last week died Sunday night,
her family said on Monday

The woman, Jill Tarlov, 58, was walking across West Drive near West
63rd Street in the park on Thursday afternoon when she was hit by a cyclist
and struck her head on the road. She had been in eritical condition at
NewYork-Presbyterian Hospital/Weill Cornell Medical Center.

Her husband, Mike Wittman, an executive for CBS Television Stations,
announced her death in a statement.

“My wife was beautiful in every way imaginable,” Mr. Wittman said.
“Jill was the most amazing mother to Matthew and Anna, who taught them
above all that kindness, compassion, and a spirit for life were the right
morals to live by.”

The bicyclist, Jason W. Marshall, 31, said on Monday that he was
“deeply saddened” by her death and that the collision was accidental and
unavoidable.

“I extend my deepest sympathies to Mr. Wittman and his entire family,”
Mr, Marshall said in a statement released by his lawyer, Michael H. Gottlieb.
“Since the day of the accident, I and my family have been in constant prayer
for her and her family.” The episode renewed debate over Central Park’s
increasingly crowded roadways.

When the weather is fine, the main roadways in the park are filled with
pedestrians, runners, in-line skaters, horse-drawn carriages, cars, pedicab
drivers, leisurely bikers and racing cyelists all competing for limited space.
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
